The island is home 
to just over 290 species of birds, but almost half of them can only be 
seen here. Some of them are extremely rare, such as the Madagascar 
eagle Haliaetusvociferides or “Ankoay” as it’s called in Malagasy, the 
world’s rarest bird of prey. 

As part of UNESCO’s World Heritage, there are some outstanding sites 
like the Marojejy National Park.

There are lots of perfect spots for diving trips! The most important are 
in the Nosy Be area which has high-quality diving spots. A perfect 
opportunity to swim with turtles, stingrays or manta rays.

Outstanding marine biodiversity 

Madagascar’s marine biodiversity is outstanding. There really is an 
extraordinary pr varieties.
The Great Island has several diving centres that organize excursions to 
meet the marine animals in these waters: coral  sea turtles or even 
large whales.

The underwater creatures that hide among the small rocks or the 
colourful coral off the coast are also worth exploring. The hard part will 
be picking your spot. From north to south, each seabed is more 
beautiful than the next one. And the water temperature is 24C - 30°C 
all year round!

In the south of the island, off Tulear, you’ll have the colourful wonders 
of the world’s second largest barrier reef all to yourself.
In the Mozambique Channel between Madagascar and Africa, there 
are lots of wrecks within diving range, from 5 to 25 meters deep. 
North-west of the Great Island, here is Nosy Be, nicknamed ‘the 
Perfume island’. Its diving spots are the most famous. ...

Water sports in sublime spots and the best conditions are all to be had 
in Madagascar. Wind, seclusion, sun, sandy beaches, lagoons; the Great 
Island is the ideal destination to enjoy the thrills of  
and kit  The cent waves in the south-west and 
northeast, and the local trade wind in Babaomby in the north, are 
highly prized by kit  world champions and fans of this water 
sport. The ideal time to enjoy the pleasures of water-skiing in 
Madagascar is from April to November.

From June to November, the annual humpback whale migration takes 
them to the warm waters of the Mozambique Channel and the Indian 
Ocean. The east, north-west and south-west coasts of Madagascar are 
excellent starting points for watching these sea mammals.
In Sainte-Marie, Nosy-Be, Majunga, Anakao Tulear or Fort-Dauphin, 
many tourist operators have whale-watching excursions during the day, 
when you can get as close as possible to these sea mastodons as they 
rise from the water and hear their powerful blow.
Seeing them give birth only a few kilometres off the Madagascar coast 
is a unique, unforgettable experience. A must-do while holidaying in 
the southern winter.
